Required knowledge, skills and abilities:

e Strong communication skills (ability to write and present clear, structured, articulate, and
persuasive proposals)

e Ability to accurately receive and interpret verbal and written communication

o Ability to seek and synthesize information and communicate in a compelling and succinct form



e Ability to assemble and submit grant requests, including letters, proposals, and budget

o Ability to meet deadlines

e Possess a high level of computer literacy and be proficient with MS Office (Word, Excel etc.)
e Experience with proposal and grant writing

e Experience working in deadline-driven environments
